Sun Valley Area Chamber of Commerce

By-Laws

Last Amended February 12, 2008

ARTICLE I

ORGANIZATION

Section 1 Name.   The name of the corporation shall be SUN VALLEY CHAMBER OF COMMERCE INC. (a California Corporation). This organization may also conduct business as SUN VALLEY AREA CHAMBER OF COMMERCE.

Section 2 Principal Office.  The principal office for the transaction of business shall be within the boarders of Sun Valley, California. 

Section 3 Purpose.   The purpose for which the Chamber has been formed is to advance the commercial, industrial and public interests of Sun Valley trade and commerce and to advance the business interests and to foster and promote educational facilities and, in general, to do any and all things that tend to up build the Sun Valley area (including economic, civic, and general welfare interests of the residential and business community).     

ARTICLE II

MEMBERS

Section 1 Memberships.  Memberships shall be unlimited in number.

Section 2 Qualification and Eligibility for Membership.  Any person, association, corporation, partnership or estate, who is interested in the industrial, commercial progress and prosperity of the Sun Valley area is eligible for membership in the Sun Valley Chamber of Commerce, regardless of place of actual residence.

ARTICLE III

DIRECTORS

a) The board of directors shall exercise the affairs and activities of this corporation and all corporate powers.

b) The board of directors may also adopt rules and regulations, or amend the by-laws.

c) The board of directors shall exercise the affairs and activities of this corporation and all corporate powers.

ARTICLE IV

OFFICERS

Section 1 Officers and Terms.  The officers of this Chamber shall be president, first vice president, second vice president, secretary and treasurer. These officers shall be elected and hold office as provided in these by-laws. An officer must be a member of the board of directors.  One person may not hold two or more offices. Terms of officers shall commence at the beginning of the fiscal year of the Chamber and continue until the end of the fiscal year.

Section 2 Vacancy.  Any vacancy that occurs between elections may be filled with the exception of the president who shall be filled by the first vice-president in line of order.

ARTICLE V

DUTIES OF OFFICERS

The President shall:

a) Act as chief executive officer, subject to board direction and have general supervision of the corporation’s affairs and activities.

b) Preside at all board meetings regular or special

c) Represent the corporation at other organization’s meetings and functions or appoint the vice-president in his/her place

d) Sign or authorize the secretary to sign all correspondence pertinent to the corporation

e) Serve as custodian of the Articles of Incorporation and other legal and corporate documents.

The Vice-President shall:

a) Assist the president when needed

b) In the presidents absence perform the duties of the president

The Treasurer shall:

a) Be chief financial officer of the corporation and have general supervision of the financial affairs

b) Have charge and custody and be responsible for funds and securities, keep the books of accounts, and prepare all financial reports

c) Perform other duties related to the office of treasurer as the board of directors direct 

d) Render to the president and/or directors upon request an account of any and all transactions of a financial report of this corporation

The Secretary Shall:

a) Keep written minutes of acts and proceedings of Board meetings regular or special

b) Keep a copy of these by-laws as amended or otherwise altered to date

c) See that all notices are duly given in accordance with these by-laws

d) Be custodian of all the records and the seal (if applicable) of this corporation

ARTICLE VI

EXECUTION OF INSTRUMENTS

The board of directors may by a majority vote authorize any office or director to enter into any contract or execute and deliver any instrument in the name of and on the behalf of the corporation, and such authority may be general or confined to specific instances.  

Unless so authorized, no officer or director shall have any power or authority to bind the corporation by any contract or engagement or to pledge its credit or render it liable monetarily for any purpose or in any amount without board approval.

Any payments by check, drafts, promissory notes, orders for the payment of money, and other evidence of indebtedness of the corporation shall be signed by the treasurer and countersigned by the President.  The vice-President and the secretary may also be designated as co-signers.  Any funds paid out must be approved with a majority vote from the board of directors.

ARTICLE VII

COMPENSATION

Directors shall be allowed and paid for their actual and necessary expenses incurred and shall be allowed reasonable advancement or reimbursement for expenses incurred with the approval of the board of directors.

ARTICLE VIII

MEETINGS

Section I Regular Meeting

Regular meetings of directors shall be held on a monthly basis.  Three (3) unexcused absences within the fiscal year by any director may be grounds for dismissal of director from the board.

Section II Election Meeting

The December meeting held will be designated for the election of officers.

Section III Special Meetings

The president, vice-president, treasurer, secretary, or any two directors may call a special meeting of the board of directors.  Any such meetings shall be held at a place designated by the person or persons calling the meeting.  In the absence of such designation, it shall be held at the principal meeting place of this corporation.  All directors must be given at least 24 hours prior notice to any special meeting to be held.

Section IV Voting

All voting will be by a show of hands, unless a secret ballot is requested and agreed upon.  All voting shall be by the majority of the directors present as long a quorum is met.  Each director is entitled to one (1) vote per action.  No proxy votes are permitted.

ARTICLE IX

QUORUM

A quorum of this corporation shall consist of two (2) officers and five (5) of the directors.  Except as otherwise provided in these by-laws no business or voting shall be considered by the board at any meeting at which a quorum is not present.  When a meeting is adjourned for the lack of a quorum it shall be necessary to give notice of the time and place of any rescheduled meeting.

ARTICLE X

INSPECTION RIGHTS

Every director of the board shall have the absolute right at any reasonable time to inspect and copy all books, records and documents of every kind and to inspect the physical properties of the corporation.

ARTICLE XI

FISCAL YEAR

The fiscal year of this corporation shall begin on the first day of January and end on the last day of December in each year.

ARTICLE XIV

BY-LAWS

The by-laws of this corporation may be amended or appealed and new by-laws adopted by a majority vote of the directors.  Any by-law changes must be announced with one months advance notice to all directors.

ARTICLE XV

PALIAMENTARY PROCEDURE

The State of California Corporations Code is the basis of rule for this Corporation.  Robert’s Rules of Order newly revised are used as a guideline
